The particulars were published in the Trade Marks Journal of April 1, 1987, in volume
34, number 1692.

We advise therefore that Toronto and Regional Crime Stoppers Inc. is the owner
of the Section 9 publication of the trade mark CRIME STOPPERS and the matter was
concluded. You will note that considerable difficulty was encountered in establishing
that Toronto and Regional Crime Stoppers Inc. was a public authority and copies of the
Letters of Patent were filed with the Registrar of Trade Marks in this regard. It seems
that all the problems were successfully overcome.

In reply to Donald Larking’s letter of July 4th, he should be advised as follows:

The name and words "Crime Stoppers" was not registered for the exclusive use of the
U.S. Organization as they were of the opinion that it was already in general use. For
the same reason, we did not register the name but we did register the "trade mark"
which consists of the use of Black and Red lettering in the main with the Man behind
bars which you see on the associated letter head.

We have advised all incorporated crime stopper programs that the registered
"mark-logo" would be made available to them by letter of consent to its use and in face
have made a full formal assignment of the "mark" or logo to Calgary.

Any improper use of the "words" importing a connection with our organization could be
stopped - but otherwise they are not prohibited for general public use.
